Church News

The Metropolitan Community Church of North London & Trinity United Reformed Church celebrated “Together 10 years” in January 2008 – not just one church hosting the other but working together, with other users of the building, in providing, for example, a space for meditation on Thursday evenings and the weekly Night Shelter January - March. 

John Hayward and Nicholas Wheeler are both leaving for pastures new this spring. 

John Hayward Vicar of St Martin’s Gospel Oak is to become Vicar of St Mary, Merton Park while Nicholas Wheeler, Team Rector for the Parish of Old St Pancras, is going to Rio de Janeiro as Anglican Priest Missioner. Parishioners, fellow Christians, friends and neighbours will all be sorry to see them go as they have each contributed enormously to community life during their dozen years in Camden. We wish them well in their future ministries and pray too for the parishes and communities they leave, trusting that God will guide them through times ahead.

Regent Square URC has been making the most of their nomadic existence as their church is being rebuilt. Sunday services take place in Church House next door but their Wednesday lunchtime services have been in a variety of local cafes enabling them to build on relationships in the local multicultural community as well as reflecting homelessness and hospitality.
