Camden and City Churches Cold Weather Shelter

C4WS (for others like me this = 4xC + Weather Shelter!)

C4WS is a church based seasonal accommodation project providing emergency shelter for people who are homeless. The project runs between 1st January and 31st March every year creating a ‘rolling shelter’ that provides emergency accommodation to street homeless and ‘hidden homeless’. Several Camden based churches combine their efforts at 7 different church locations to provide overnight shelter one night a week offering food and fellowship as well as shelter and practical help and advice to establish a route out of homelessness.
