· Guarantees small farmers a stronger position in world markets

· Guarantees a closer link between consumers and producers
The Camden Fairtrade Directory lists shops and cafés selling products with the FAIRTRADE Mark. This information sheet, while not fully comprehensive, shows the range of products you can look out for. The following shops generally stock a reasonable selection of Fairtrade products:

Budgens in Haverstock Hill NW3

Marks & Spencers Camden High St NW1, Kilburn High Road & South End Green NW3 

      as well as smaller stores in Finchley Road and in railway stations.
Morrisons in Chalk Farm Road NW1 

Sainsburys in Camden High St & Camden Road NW1 and O2 Centre Finchley Road NW3

Somerfields in Camden High Street NW1 & Kentish Town Road NW5

Waitrose in Finchley Road NW3 and at the Brunswick Centre WC1

And organic and whole foods shops e.g.:

Bumblebee & Earth Natural Foods in Kentish Town NW5 

Fresh and Wild in Parkway, Camden Town NW1

Planet Organic near Goodge Street WC1

Pomona in Haverstock Hill, Belsize Park NW3

Fairtrade products can also be found in Oxfam shops and from companies like Traidcraft – some products may not have the FAIRTRADE Mark but these organisations have been trading fairly for nearly 30 years. The consumer can trust them because challenging poverty is their main purpose. 

Beverages: Teas, coffees, cocoa and drinking chocolate now available in most shops including the smaller Budgens, M&S, Sainsburys & Tescos but perhaps not your “corner shop” or Costcutter etc.


Wide variety including instant & ground coffee and decaffeinated tea & coffee. May need to shop around and experiment to find something to suit personal tastes. Prices also vary enormously. 

Chocolate, sweets and ice-cream: Chocolate widely available. Divine chocolate is best in terms of Fairtrade as the farmers have shares in the company. With even smaller convenience stores stocking Green & Black’s extensive range new shops have unwittingly introduced a Fairtrade product in Maya Gold. The Burnt Sugar range of fudge etc is appearing in many shops. And Traidcraft sells a range of chocolate & sweets. 
Thanks to Ben & Jerry’s, many shops not previously committed to Fairtrade are stocking Fairtrade ice cream. Local shops also stock Cream o' Galloway ice cream and M&S, Sainsbury’s and Waitrose have their own brand ice cream.

Biscuits, cakes & cereal bars: 

Traidcraft produce Brazil nut, double chocolate chip & ginger cookies. Sold in shops e.g. Waitrose. 

Traidcraft also produce smaller cheaper chocolate chip shortbread “Fairbreak Cookies”.  

The Coop sells own brand chocolate chip shortbread, choc brownies and chocolate muffins. 

Geobars, Traidcraft cereal bars (apricot, chocolate, cranberry and blueberry), 
are sold in boxes of 6 in some shops e.g. Sainsburys & Waitrose. 

Individual Geobars are also sold in some shops and cafés. 
Doves Farm Organic range of flapjacks & cereal bars on sale e.g. at Fresh & Wild and Waitrose.

Traidcraft’s Fairbreak chocolate wafers are available from Waitrose. 

Traidcraft launched a Fairbreak caramel wafer in 2008.
Fruit & Nuts: NB best to buy local produce in season but for imported goods choose Fairtrade. 
Fairtrade bananas now sold in most supermarkets but usually in packs of about 6 with extra packaging. Sold loose at Pomona, Sainsburys & Waitrose.

Other fresh fruit – grapes, kiwis, mangoes, pineapples, citrus fruit and even apples - occasionally stocked by M&S, Sainsburys, Waitrose. 

Fruit Juice: FruitPassion apple, orange and/or tropical available from Budgens, Waitrose & Oxfam. 

The Coop sells an own brand orange juice. Greggs bakery in Kentish Town Road sells JP Juices. 

Traidcraft & Tropical Wholefoods produce dried fruit and nuts, some in shops e.g. Fresh and Wild.

Honey, Preserves & Spreads:

A number of shops stock the Rowse range of honey which includes Chilean clear Fairtrade honey e.g. Budgens, Tescos, Waitrose. M&S has a similar honey. 

Tropical Forest Organic Honey is on sale at Fresh & Wild. Traidcraft sells 3 varieties of honey. 

Duerrs products include Fairtrade Marmalade and Strawberry Jam e.g. Tescos, Waitrose. 

M&S has own brand marmalade and jams using Fairtrade sugar.

Traidcraft also sells Fairtrade organic Marmalade, Strawberry Jam & Chocolate Hazelnut spread. 

Muesli: Alara Wholefoods, here in Camden, produces Fairtrade muesli on sale in some shops.

One of Traidcraft’s 4 varieties of Muesli (also produced at Alara) is on sale at Waitrose. 

Rice etc: Crazy Jack Himalayan Basmati Rice available from Waitrose.

Organic Fairtrade Quinoa available from Fresh & Wild. Traidcraft sells pasta & rice without logo.
Sugar: Several shops now stock Fairtrade sugar e.g. Budgens sells 3 varieties of Whitworth’s, 
M&S sells own brand granulated sugar. Billington’s Fairtrade sugar is on sale at Waitrose. Traidcraft sells 5 varieties – some available at Fresh & Wild and at Shepherds Primrose Hill.

Wine: Fairtrade wines now sold in Threshers, Budgens, Pomono etc as well as at the Coop. 

Cotton products: growing number of products using Fairtrade cotton from T-shirts to cotton buds.

e.g. Marks & Spencers, Sainsburys and Traidcraft.
